Mention Helen Norton’s name
or work in art circles and to many
collectors of Australian Art, and they will
each have their own story to tell about her
paintings.

Norton's work can be said to be
reminiscent of Sydney Nolan's - the ochre
reds, cobalt blues and a cast of characlers
who resemble Ned Kelly types, through to
duck shooters posing as God; angels and
butterfly men, Mona Lisa languishing in
the outback, and the moose style
neighbours in front of a white picket
fence. Her images of dogs, usually white,
are one of her trademarks, adding a
magical quality to her paintings with a
mixture of whimsy and hope.

Born in Melhourne, Norton has
lived in Broome since 1985, Before
being lured to this pearling town she
travelled the outback for almost 10 years
working as a cook, game shooter, jillaroo,
stationhand and truck driver.

She didn't start painting until
1984 and since that time her work has
featured in over 50 exhibitions across
Australia and now London and New
York. Her work is collected by real

people who insist on buying work with
meaning to them. As Norton quotes 1o
anyone who says they are not very
qualified in “knowing art”, this admission
is their very qualification for being the
most qualified, as they will acquire art for
the heart and not upon a fashion or
cunning,

Norton considers the
“intimidating big art world” to be a huge
farce of “overbubbled champagne and

smelly fish eggs”, and a plot to separate
real people from something that is theirs
to have and enjoy every day of their lives.
